What You Are Agreeing To 

This is not a checkbox you click without reading. This is not paperwork. This is a covenant. 
When you sign your name at the end of this document, you are committing yourself, before 
God and before the JBC community, to live according to the standards outlined here for the 
duration of your enrollment at Judah Bible College. 
 
These are not arbitrary rules invented by leadership. They are the biblical convictions on 
which JBC was founded — the same convictions that shape our doctrine, our worship, our 
preaching, and our ministry training. We hold these standards because we believe 
Scripture holds them. We expect them of every JBC student because we believe the Lord 
expects them of every believer who is being formed for Kingdom service. 
 
Read each commitment carefully. Pray over it. If you cannot in good conscience commit to 
any one of these standards, do not sign — contact the Office of the Executive Director 
instead so we can have an honest conversation. We would rather hear your concerns now 
than have you sign something you don’t mean.
